Fo
example, it gives you a true system for registeved users and groups that is separate from admnaitiost
users. You can grant some web users access tcageeapd others access to another page. For content
management, you can easily duplicate documentgerf®land all their children!), chunks and snipplsst
significant, though, is MODXx's ability to empoweswto quickly and easily create and maintain a aict
dynamic website like never before.

How do | install and configure MODx?

1. Download and unzip the MODx zip file (e.g. modx)zip a folder on your hard drive (e.g. c:\temp\ )
2. Copy or FTP the unzipped files and folders insiteeMODXx2 directory into the root of your website
(e.g. c:\mymodxsite\ or ftp.mymodxsite.com).



3. After you've put the unzipped files and folder®ittie root of your website directory, open your web
browser and run the index.php file located inskaeihstall folder on your MODx website. For example
http://yoursite/install/index.php, where "yoursiig'the name of your website.

4. Follow the simple on-screen instructions to congotee installation.

Database Note: MODx uses a MySQL database. Younedd the username and password to your database tc
install MODx. If your database user does not haatalshse creation permissions on the server, yoasd
need to have a database already created for MODseo

Note to *nix users: When you have put the unzipied and folders in your website, make sure that t
/assets/cache (and its files), /assets/exportamsdis/images folders are world-writeable (777).

Upgrade Note: When upgrading an existing MODX ilfetian, select the upgrade menu option on the page
immediately following the License Agreement pagefdse upgrading, save all your unique or customized
files, such as images, CSS files and custom sreppatl back up your database. Make sure that yioadiall
the files and folders from the new version; a comroause of problems with upgrading is forgettingptoad
the new index.php files from the site root andhe fimanager folder.

An introduction to the terminology of MODXx

MODx is a very flexible web content managementesystlt can be configured in a variety of ways.

For new users MODx may appear to have some comftisiminology.

As an editor there are two ways to publish content:
in the mainContent Area, and
in other areas callebemplate Variables(traditionally side blocks, but they can be plaeaegwhere on
the webpage).

There are two other important feature of MODx §@i you need know about:
Chunks - these are re-usable pieces of HTML content. ¥a@uplace a Chunk in the main content area
or in a template variable. For example, you cowltlyour contact details into a Chunk and then yau ¢
publish them in different places on the your websiithout re-typing the details.

Snippets- these are small functional items, such as mandssearch bars. These can be published in
the template, a document’'s main content area, Bkabrun a template variable.



A Chunk or Snippet can be placed directly intotdmaplate by your web developer, or inserted by ipta the
Content Area or a Template Variable.

This is how it all fits together:
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The template contains the main framework of thepagle. Your web developer may choose to have
content that appears on every page in the sithigrexample the header and logo are fixed in the
template.

The template contains the Content Area, identifiggink, and inserted into the template with the
syntax [*content*]. This content is taken from tDecument as edited in the Manager.

The template also contains MODX tags that inseip&ts. In this example there are two menu
Snippets, identified in blue and inserted with fillowing syntax [[SnippetNamel]]

The template contains Template Variables that atteEditor to insert text, images and other canten
items outside of the main Content Area. Thesedwmatified in green and are inserted in the template
with the following syntax [*TemplateVariableName*]

The Editor can insert pre-set pieces of text o Imito the Content Area or a Template Variable by
using Chunks. In this example there are two Chunhdustified in red. Chunks are inserted by the edito
by typing into the Content Area or a Template Maleaspace.

This is a list of all the pages in the websiteaaged in a hierarchical order. This is where ydectehe pages
you want to edit, move or delete.

The editor is similar to using Word. However thare a few crucial things to remember when workiritp an
HTML editor online.

Save you work often!'You WILL remember to do this after you have loswudstantial amount of
formatted text, because the admin area has timedrowur internet connection drops.

Don’t copy and paste from MS Word First copy any text to Notepad or another plaixi-editor, then
copy the text into the editor.



There are a number of buttons on the editor's &woDepending on your site configuration, you meg sore
or fewer buttons on your editor's toolbar.

If your web designer has effectively used CSS ymukl be able to avoid this row altogether. If
possible you should limit yourself to using the fRat and Styles dropdowns for formatting taity?
Because the Format and Styles dropdowns use CSf¢dhe text, so if you need to change your site
design later, it is easy to update. If you appteiby-line formatting then these can only be updiate
manually changing the styles in each page.

Font - avoid changing the fonts as you will lose comsisdesign in your site.

Font size- avoid applying sizes to your fonts. Instead theepre-defined Format and Style menus.
Why? The editor applies fonts using html font tags, wmeay not correspond with the font system
used by your web designer in CSS.

Text colour, background colour- avoid using these. If you do, make sure you ktioevexact
reference for your site's style guide. Type th@goleference instead of relying on the colour gick
Slight changes in colour on a site can ruin thegtes

Whereas Format is
applied to a whole block of text (like paragrapiniats in Word) a style can be applied to a singledwimage

MODx also has a special tag to use for referringpternal documents. It takes the form [~xx~], wer
xx is the ID of the document you wish to link tchi§ can also be combined with other MODx tags. For
example, to create a link to your home page: <&hiHome.htmI>Home</a>

After you click OK, the link will appear in the ctamt editor as blue underline text. However on the
front-end of the website the links will styled irf86 by your web developer.

Tags are replaced with the content they outputeldes a few examples:

Chunks

Chunks contain plain text, usually HTML code, whigil not be parsed by MODXx, but simply insertetbin
the page.



They are very convenient for holding general conteuch as for a page footer, that is to appeallqrages of
a site. For example, if your footer contains yalephone number, and your number changes, youhawky to
make the change in the chunk, and not on every paglee site!

By using combinations of snippets, TVs and chugks, can make your site pretty flexible! For exampiau
could have a snippet which outputs the tags fdrnuak, which can contain tags for other snippets.

Chunks are also used to contain lists of option§¥6s, and the same chunk can be included intonamyber
of TVs to provide the same optior® CHUNK binding.

MODx tags are the unique elements that will addextrand functionality to your web pages. You aasert
MODx tags anywhere in your template or documermtdent where you want the tag's content or funetion
to appear.

In the template basics article, we saw a very basnplate that didn't do much. Let's add a few MQ&xs to
it and see it come alive.

Internal MODx Tags

This document will focus on using internal MODx $a§or more specific information on these tagstisee
section MODx Tags.

To begin with, we can personalize the page'swiitk our site's name and the name of the page:

The next thing we want to do is have the documentisent appear in the main part of our page. Aed t

Using Snippets in your Template

Snippets are one of the most useful features diB®x system. Snippets add functionality to youe sand
make site menu updates a thing of the past.

This document discusses the use of snippets. Toofih more about how to create snippets and hoywioek,
see theéSnippets documentation

Installing Snippets

Snippets are bits of code to perform some dynawgtiorg such as retrieve data from a database drfrem
the SESSION values or a cookie. They provide thigyato separate "business logic” from the layant
presentation of your web page.

Snippet code is stored in the database, but thiersometimes auxiliary files that a particularlyrqaex
snippet needs to function. The snippet acts asthdace between MODx and the auxiliary files. The
WebLogin snippet is an example of a snippet wittumber of auxiliary files. These files are stonedheir



own folder in the /assets/snippets folder of yo@Dk installation, such as assets/snippets/weblogin/
snippet that stands alone, as most snippets de,rdieyet uploaded to your site's file systemlat al

During your installation of MODX, a list of optiohsnippets to be automatically installed was offlel& you
chose to install them, these snippets are alrezatyyrfor you to use in your templates or documents.

To install a new snippet, log in to the Manager gado Manage resources and open the Snippet€liak.on
the New snippet link to open the form. Copy/paktedode from your snippet's source, usually aftiexthat
you open in a text editor, into the textarea, giveename and a brief description. You can nam@@pst
anything you like, just remember that the name giwe it is how you will need to call it later in yotemplate
or document source.

When uploading any auxiliary files the snippet rhaye, it is usual to put them in a folder with trainal
name of the snippet in lower case, such as asspiséts/weblogin.

Using A Menu Snippet

In our template so far, we have some personalizsdbinformation, and some content. But that bates still
empty. We need to put a navigation menu there.

Now, there are two ways this can be done. We coodig the menu by hand.

having to edit the menu every time you add a page@...or twenty!

This is where MODXx snippets come in. There areraber of menu generating snippets available to geeer
any kind of menu you like. Arguably the best type #hose that generate simple unordered listse shrey
allow the most flexibility in controlling their agarance and behavior with CSS.

Menu snippets get a list of documents from thelzkeda, starting with a folder that you specify witthe
snippet tags as the root of the menu. Let's addraurto our template, and see how that works.

The
second form, using exclamation marks, causes ippeinto be run even if the page has been cacloedh F
menu, however, that probably isn't necessary.

The menu snippet we used has two arguments, "?itlan@d "&activelink="active ™. Most snippets withke a
varying number of arguments to customize their BemaMenu snippets always take at least the "id"
argument, to determine which document to use a¥tio¢" of the menu. Usually, this will be "0", ifwéting
the root of the site. The first level of the menill e generated based on the first level of docusmen the
document tree under that "root" document. Usudllgn "id" is not supplied in the snippet call, tterrent
document's id will be used, which is usually no&ivjou want. Make sure to specify a root id for men
snippets!

Most menu snippets have a number of other optiaralments. In this case, we used "activelink". Ty
have different names for different snippets. Whdbes is to set a "class="active™ attribute i <a> HTML
tag, allowing you to use CSS to style the linkite page the user is currently in. In our exampde, gan see
that the "Home" link is blue, since the user ishie Home page.

Any time you need a snippet of interactive codgomr page, such as dynamic menus, login formsssigech
forms, multilanguage functionality, MODx snippete gour solution. There are dozens of snippetadire
created and ready for you to simply drop into ysite. As the MODx community grows, the number and
variety of snippets will grow as well.

Using Chunks in your Template

Chunks are simply blocks of plain text or (X)HTMLankup that is inserted directly into your pagehat t
location you place the tags.

To create a chunk, go to the Manage Resource®sentd select the Chunks tab. Give the chunk a rate
brief description, then enter the text or HTML caoa wish to have included in your document.



To use a chunk, put the MODx chunk tags with ithe@avhere you want that content to appeatr:

Chunks are useful for any content or HTML markugt you might want to repeat in different pages or
different templates. They are a good way to keep y@mplate code clean and uncluttered with odsl difit
content. A common use for a chunk is for footerteah If you place the content in a chunk thenthatchunk
tags in the footer of your template, even if youdnaeveral templates you'll only need to edit yfooter
content in one place.

Another good use for chunks is to provide smallgkates for snippets that use forms. The WebLogippst
uses an optional chunk containing the HTML for libgan form if you don't like the default form. The
NewsListingsnippet also uses an optional chunk for the lagbtiie news items it lists.

While a chunk cannot itself contain PHP code, it cantain snippets and TVs that do have PHP code.

MODx Administration Guide - How to move a site to anew server

Moving Sites to New Servers

This tutorial is based on a typical scenario, whictleveloping oirXAMPP locally (Win XP Pro) and
deploying on a typical LAMP server environment. Haene steps will work for any source server wittelior
no modification, unless to the .htaccess file ernirethod of accessing your database.

1. Install the site locally, renaming and editing th&access file to indicate the subdirectory you are
deploying your site into in the test environmesstjrathe following example with a local development

4. Copy the/manager, /assets/index.php, and/.htaccesdolders and files to the target LAMP servgoy
can optionally exclude *.local)* If this is an upgrade and not a new installatimoake sure to save your



remote site'éassetdolder first, then you can re-upload all of yoursting content, such as images and
templates, if the upload has overwritten any of it.

5. Unless you are in an environment where the websemws as the same username with which file
ownership is attributed on the target server, ydunged to change permissions on the following
directories/files to 777:

o /assets/cache (and all files ending with .php is directory)
o /assets/images

o /assets/files

o /assets/flash

o /assets/media

6. Dump the local DB contents (use the Backup Mangeany MySQL client such as phpMyAdmin) and
then execute the SQL dump in the target DB oneéheote LAMP server (most hosting environments
use phpmyadmin for this). You will probably wanteimpty the log tables before backing them up, or
else you'll have rows and rows of log data usdlegsur new server.

Permissions in MODx are composed of many partsahatork together. At first, it can be a littlerfoising as
to what all the parts are, what they do, and hay thteract. For that reason, each part will bdarpd below,
followed by an example:

Document— The fundamental element (a “page”) in MODx. Edohument is assigned to one or more
document groups.

Document group— As it sounds. A group of documents that for soe@son are placed in the same
group. A common example of this would be the maittisns of a site (such as Products, Portfolio, or
Services). A document group can be connected wiéhan more user groups.

User— The user piece contains information about tleeifip user such as name, password, etc. The
user piece does NOT define the permissions.

Many widgets are formatted by being placed in @blklement, usually a DIV or Table, with the name
#tvTVname, where “TVname” is the actual name assigio the template variable. In addition, many Rigp
Controls share the following common Parameters:

Height - The CSS property to control the height, similawidth.

Class - A class from your stylesheet, e.g., badirox, etc.

What does QuickEdit do?

QuickEdit allows you to edit the content of youesiight from the page. It's so simple, it makesirmgla
webpage about as complex as sending an email.

Why not just use the manager?

The manager is a very powerful tool but sometirtisoverkill for simple edits. Also, the managen e very
intimidating to the not-so-web-savvy.

How do | use QuickEdit?

There are currently three different methods fong€uickEdit links. Some are designed for easesrsthare
designed for flexibility. You can use any combioatbf the three methods in a page.

Tag Method
This is the simplest method of all and is theretbeerecommended method.

To use the tag method, just replace the typieahame*]  style tags with*#tv-name*]  style tags Example:
[*#content*] That's all there is to it. The module will takeeaf the rest.

HTML Method

The HTML method allows you to place the edit linidserever you like while still allowing QuickEdit &how
or hide the links based on user permissions.
